The New Scout Campout will be held at Willard Woods starting Friday, April 27th at 4 
PM and ending Saturday, April 28th not later than 9 AM .  We will start from our meeting 
place at RFK Hall, then walk carrying our personal gear, to Willard Woods via 
established sidewalks and trails, where we will meet the supply truck which will be 
carrying the patrol boxes, tents, tarps, and other shared equipment.  We will set up camp 
in the old apple orchard. 
 
Each Scout should bring adequate clothing including rainwear.  A pocket knife may be 
carried, but it is to remain in the pocket until the completion of the knife safety course. 
 
Parents should pick up Scouts not later than 9 AM on Saturday at Willard Woods.  Use 
the parking lot which is off North Street although you should be careful when doing so 
because of the condition of the road and parking area.  Normally the event would run 
until at least 10 AM on Saturday, but several participants need to get to the Little League 
parade.  Please make every effort to pick up your son by 9 AM.
